Grab a snowtube or a speedy sled and whiz down the
piste, whipping up plenty of snow as you go. You may also do the Titlis Cliff Walk is a pedestrian bridge along the cliff of Mount Titlis in
the Swiss Alps. Later, in the afteoon, proceed to the city of Lucee for Orientation tour and see the Chapel Bridge-The Chapel Bridge is
a covered wooden footbridge spanning diagonally across the Reuss River in the city of Lucee. Named after the nearby St. Peter's
Chapel, the bridge is unique since it contains a number of interior paintings dating back to the 17th century, Jesuit Church- This
beautiful church is considered to be the first large baroque style church ever built in Switzerland.Lion Monument-The Lion Monument,
or the Lion of Lucee, is a rock relief in Lucee, Switzerland, designed by Bertel Thorvaldsen and hewn in 1820a4€“21 by Lukas Aho. We
will proceed back to Zurich. Dinner at Indian Restaurant. Overnight stay at hotel in Zurich.
